Devon Artsculture - Networking Evening

Sadie Green of Devon Artsculture, organised an informal networking event at Broombhill
for artists on their programme.

Working to something called the 'Open Space’ format, thirty one artists sat in the round
initially, introducing themselves and coming up with their own ideas and issues for
discussion. The artists then broke up into groups to talk over some of the issues raised,
although it was not obligatory to stay in the group you first chose - it was possible to dot
about putting forward thoughts to all five groups if you wanted.

Pete Newell, degree tutor, artist and NDA member, ran one break-out session, asking for
more cohesion in the area between groups - a pooling of info and knowledge so all artists in
the area had access to information.

Points raised covered the fact that although there is now a lot going on in North Devon,
there is no one stop for getting information, so there are still a lot of isolated artists not
knowing where to go for help/training/information.

It was agreed that North Devon Arts had played a great role in getting information out to its
members but as all the committee were volunteers, they could not be expected to spend
any more time getting this out to other sectors of the Arts community. Discussion whether
there should be a paid post to administer is up for debate (and would be subject to funding).

Information was given out about a new (free) training scheme, Tourism & Creative Skills for
Success (TACSS), coming to North Devon that will give artists a qualification in growing
their business and covering aspects such as;

Self Evaluation; Effective Networking; Business Planning; Financing Your Creativity;
Creativity & the Law; Marketing, PR & Customer Care.
